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Cohort Completion Rate by Cohort
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Over the last four years, the success of prepared students declined
and returned to a peak while success of unprepared continually
declined, which has caused the overall success rate to decline.
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Cohort Outcomes: Unprepared Students
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In the last two cohorts, females had higher
completions rates than males in English
and Math, while white students had higher
rates than Hispanic/Latino students in math.
Completion rates among males also
declined in English over the last two cohort
years.
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Socio-Economic Trends by Cohort
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Definition: T he percentage of students who compete a CTE
course for the first time plus 8 more units in the next three
years in the same discipline and within six years:
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*AHC standard is 95% of the most recent 5 year average
